environmental compliance standards

safety programs, local events, etc.

DISASTER DEBRIS ASSISTANCE
• SEIRD assists all 7 counties in the removal of 

debris from disasters such as tornadoes, floods, 
ice storms, etc.

• SEIRD prepares damage assessment volumes 
throughout the district to help communities in 
removal cost calculations.

DIFFICULT DISPOSALS
• Provides the opportunity for residents to 

dispose of “difficult” items that are potentially  
harmful to human health and our environment.

• Such items include: Household Hazardous 
Waste, Tires, Batteries, Automotive Oil/Fluids, 
Electronic Waste, Pharmaceutical Waste, 
Refrigerant Bearing Items, Mercury, etc.

Document Shredding Opportunities
SEIRD offers document shredding at all 

Recycle Centers.  Materials will be placed in 
tamper proof containers located in the 

ReUse Store and transported to the Madison 
facility for shredding.  Those wishing to bring 

documents and witness  shredding may 
schedule an appt at Madison.  Remove all 
paper clips, butterfly clips, and hanging file 

metal stays prior to dropping off.

PLASTICS 

• PETE or #1 BOTTLES
Soft drink, soda, water bottles.  Please rinse. 

• HDPE or #2 BOTTLES.
Milk & juice jugs, detergent & bleach        
containers.   Please rinse.

PAPER PRODUCTS

• CORRUGATED CARDBOARD & PAPERBOARD
Boxes should be broken down and flattened.

• NEWSPAPER
Must be dry.

• MIXED PAPER
Office, computer paper, junk mail.  Keep dry.

• MAGAZINES
Materials including magazines and unwanted 
phone books.  Must be kept dry.

METALS & ALUMINUM

• ALUMINUM
Soft drink and beer cans.  Please rinse and 
separate from metal cans.

• STEEL / TIN
Food, soup, vegetables, etc.  Please wash.

• SCRAP METAL
Remove gas tanks, fuels, batteries from 
appliances.  No wire fencing.  

GLASS

• GLASS  BOTTLES
All glass food and beverage bottles:  clear, 
green, brown.  Please rinse.

BATTERIES

• CAR BATTERIES
Must not be cracked. Cells must be capped. 

• RECHARGEABLE BATTERIES
Rechargeable batteries are accepted.  Please 
no alkaline batteries.

PLASTIC BAGS

• Clean, dry plastic grocery bags.  Also shrink 
wrap, dry cleaner bags, drink carton wraps.
